IIOP Installation Instructions.

1) Place the iiop.def file in the $FWDIR/lib directory.

2) Edit this file $FWDIR/lib/user.def  and insert the following;

#include "iiop.def"  

3) Using the policy editor create the service in the services database for IIOP.
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Goto Manage -> Services in the policy editor;
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Create a new service of type “Other” as follows;

Fill in the fields with the following information;

Match: tcp, dport = 1571 

Pre-Match: iiop_prematch; 

Prologue: iiop_prolog;

NOTE: 1571 is the orbix daemon iiop port. If a different product is used, a 

different configuration may be needed.
